Important Notes

· Need Java SDK 1.5
· JUNG view at the heart of the Graph Editor will NOT work in OS X
· Ariadne’s Eclipse views are not all update ready – changes to the workspace (i.e. creating a new graph) may not be immediately reflected in the view.  To see workspace updates, close the view in question and reopen.
· The Graph editors are not fully associated with *.graph files
· When checking out projects from CVS not developed as Eclipse projects (no .project file), be sure to check out using the “Check Out As…” and configure the Java project using the “New Project Wizard.”  Make sure to select the “Create separate source and output” option.
Starting Ariadne
1. Unzip zip files into plugins directory.
2. Open Eclipse and start the Social Graph perspective
Creating a Dependency Graph

Assuming a Java project exists, and is open, in the workspace:
Open the Java Element Includes view
Check the boxes next to the source elements to use for the calculations

Open the Element Dependencies view

1. Press the [image: image1.png]


 icon for generating a social dependency graph, or [image: image2.png]


 for generating a code dependency graph.

2. Give the graph a name (which will be its file name)
3. Ariadne will begin building the graph, which can take many minutes to run (15 or more would not be uncommon for a large project, and it could be much longer depending on the size of your project).
Switch to Java Perspective
1. Right click the .graph file created in the step above and select Graph Editor
2. From now on, the selected graph file will be associated with the Graph Editor and can be opened by simply double-clicking.  It will also be possible to open the graph from the Graph Explorer view by double clicking.

Project Evolution
Repeat above steps for different releases of a project
Open the Graph Explorer view

Select the graphs to compare and press the [image: image3.png]


 button.
